Dear Parents and Carers,  

I would like to take this opportunity to thank you all for the messages of thanks and support for teachers, as week as 

the deliveries of cupcakes at morning tea, hampers, and treats that have been coming into the school. They are very 

thoughtful and certainly help us to get through the days of lockdown, so thank you.  

WELLBEING WEDNESDAY 

We had our first Wellbeing Wednesday yesterday, which was a day to get off the 

screens and devices and focus on our children and their families’ wellbeing.  We 

learned an important lesson from last year’s lockdown and that is that we need to 

take ‘time out’ to have some fun, play a board game, bake, have a backyard picnic, 

learn a new skill, do some fun activities – something that brings joy and recharges 

you.  

Thank you to the Harpley’s for your Wellbeing Wednesday pic this week. Keep 

them coming everyone. We also want to stay connected with you and see what 

everyone’s getting up to at home on Wellbeing Wednesday. Even if it’s just a photo 

of you in your Oodie lounging around on the couch all day. 

Although I have reminded the staff to please try and take some ‘time out’ on 

Wellbeing Wednesday, most Wednesdays your child’s class teacher will be 

planning for the upcoming week. They will be recording audio and visual materials to support their lessons, monitoring 

and tracking student submissions, responding to parent and student queries, providing feedback, attending whole class 

and/or small group Zooms, joining a staff meeting Zoom, and everything else in between. This is all whilst still coming 

into school twice a week to assist with onsite supervision in a hybrid environment of home and school-based learning 

at present.  

Please be mindful that when the teachers are onsite supervising, they are unable to mark and respond instantly to 

student queries. In this instance they are often having to take their daily marking home and are doing their best to 

ensure feedback is given to the children that same day or early the day after. Your child’s teacher will notify the class 

via Google Classroom when they are at school undertaking supervision.  

UNIFORM DAYS FOR CHILDREN ONSITE 

For the children attending school on different days throughout the week, could all classes K –please wear the specified 

uniform on the following days: 

Sport uniform – Wellbeing Wednesday and Friday.  Normal uniform – Monday, Tuesday and Thursday.  

COMPASS OPT-IN EVENT FOR ONSITE SUPERVISION 

As noted above teachers are continuing to be rostered for onsite supervision but at times we have more children 

attending than listed in the Compass Opt-in Event. To assist Mr Madigan and myself in planning accordingly for the 

correct ratio of teacher to students, I will continue to publish an ‘event’ in Compass on Tuesday each week for parents 

to book their child/ren into the required days of supervision. PLEASE ACCEPT or DECLINE THE OPT-IN EVENT by 

12PM on a Friday, each week. 

The COVID-19 case locations on the Central Coast are increasing and I have had parents and staff be identified as 

casual contacts this week (all awaiting test results, which I pray are negative). Thankfully none of these staff or parents 

have been on the school premises since being at the COVID-19 location spot. This is just a gentle reminder to families 

that if you are currently working from home, it is safest to have your child engage in HBL from home, where possible. 
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STAFF PLANNING AND ASSESSMENT DAY 

A reminder that next week on Wednesday 18th August we have a HBL free day. No Home-Based Learning tasks will 

be set on this day, as teachers review and plan for the rest of the term.  

Supervision, however, will be provided at school for those who absolutely need it. Please complete the Event in 

Compass as usual by 12PM on Friday.
