Dear Parents and Carers,

We are very excited about your child joining St Cecilia’s Primary School in 2023. Their first full day of school will be
Thursday 2nd February 2023. Prior to that, all the Kindergarten children will be given the opportunity to book in to
attend school for a one hour Best Start Assessment on either Monday 30th January, Tuesday 31st January or
Wednesday 1st February. The booking link for this will be released on Compass early next week, including your
child’s 2023 class teacher.

For the first week of school on Thursday 2nd February and Friday 3rd February, the Kindergarten children will be
invited to be brought up into their classroom from 8:30am to start the morning off in class rather than the busy
playground. The school bell rings at 8.45am to start the day and normally finishes at 3.05pm, however in week one,
Kindergarten children can be picked up earlier at 2:30pm, with parents waiting under the hall for collection of
their children. Please do not wait outside the classrooms for pick up. Please wait under the hall.

After dropping off your child on their first day, Thursday 2" February, we invite you to the hall for a cuppa and some
morning tea, which will be hosted by our Year 1 families.
